The (“Member”) or (“Participant”) or (other Responsible Party) is defined as any parent, participant or other person who is signing to the financial commitment on behalf of an ICE  dancer. In the handbook we may refer to “Member” as either the signer of this agreement or the participant in this program”. The signer of this contract also agrees to discuss all rules with the participant named in this agreement. The signer agrees that all adjacent disclosures shall constitute part of this agreement.  This agreement/contract is subject to such reasonable rules and regulations, including hours and days of operation, as may be in effect from time to time at ICE. 
Signer/Member/Participant agrees that the Handbook, Agreement, Release Forms and all ICE Documents, shall constitute part of this Agreement, and further agrees to comply therewith, and with all changes as they may be made from time to time. Member also understands that failure to pay as scheduled will result in (financial hold) their child/participant sitting out without notice, late penalties which must be paid prior to release from financial hold.
Registration Fee:  
Registration/Audition fees are due at time of registration.
New Dancer or late registration of returning dancer $125.00 

Returning Dancer $75.00 if paid by 02/28/10, after this date all registration fees are $125.00
Monthly Dues:  All Dues are paid at the beginning of the month to RDC.


Tiny Teams:

Other Fees:  Each Dancer will have additional costs associated with ICE some are mandatory some are optional.

Member Practice Pick-up - Parents are to arrive no less than 15 MINUTES before practice is scheduled to finish.  Failure to pick up your child 15 minutes after the scheduled practice is completed will result in a $20.00 charge per 15 minutes to cover the cost of staffing for the additional time.  
Dress Code – All members are to wear the designated Dance Company practice attire to practice.  
Attendance – All competition team members are to attend ALL Competitions.  Competition Team Members are allowed 3 practice absences for the entire season. Any team members missing a competition will be grounds for immediate removal from the team.

Mandatory Choreography Camp for Participants: Each competition team will attend a mandatory camp.  These are typically scheduled for one or two days on the weekend.  THIS IS MANDATORY.  If you have something scheduled during June, July or August (until the date is scheduled) please discuss with your coach.  The fee for Choreography Camp usually varies from $75.00 to $100.00, 
Competition Attire – All members will be required to be in FULL uniform or FULL warm-ups at competitions.  This includes make up.  Some participants will receive competition make up and are expected to come in complete make up. Coaches do not have time to do the make up. If you need assistance on how to apply the make-up, the day of competition is not a good day to advise him/her.
Competition schedule:   Usually is available by August. The Competition season starts as early as September.  The schedule may change and this is not in our control.  Not attending a competition because of a change is NOT allowed.  

Members are to actively participate in the supportive cheering of all teams.  Members are NOT permitted to leave a competition unless it is cleared with a coach or the team has been dismissed. Parents are responsible for chaperoning their own child at ALL local competitions and ALL travel trips in or out of state.  If a parent will not be attending a competition it is their responsibility to find a chaperone for their child at that event. 
Competition Travel – It is the parent’s responsibility to provide transportation and lodging to ALL local competitions and ALL travel trips in or out of state this is an additional expense that must be considered.  
Competition Itineraries – Parents are to adhere to all competition itineraries, and are responsible for making sure their child is on time and at all locations specified on the itinerary. The competition itinerary is NOT AVAILABLE  until 3 days before the competition.  Please do not ask for performance or check in times before this date as we do not have the information.  
Gossip – Parents are not to participate in any form of gossiping regarding any Coach, member, or parent.  In the event a parent or member is found participating in gossip, your child may be removed from ICE
Conduct – Parents are to treat all members, parents, guests, and staff with respect at all times.  No harsh language or actions will be tolerated towards and member, parent, staff, or guest.  At any time if a parent, staff member or other ICE member uses vulgar language, yells at another or makes inappropriate comments about the program, participants, other members or staff they may be removed immediately from the program and refunds will not be offered.  
Please keep our studio clean – We are NOT your janitors.  We now have implemented a NO FOOD OR DRINK Policy in the studio. You may drink water, in the kitchen area only.  Food is not allowed at anytime in our studio even it is unopened.  ICE STAFF will throw out all food items open or closed brought to the studio without asking.  
No Loitering – There will be no loitering at the studio.  This means if you must stay and wait and/or bring other children parents/guests/siblings etc must remain in the lobby area seated until practice is over. 

Practice Viewing – Practices will NOW be closed. Coaches may schedule certain times in which practice may be open for parent viewing only.  CHILDREN are not allowed to open practices. During regular practice hours all visitors are to remain SEATED in the lobby area.  No running or screaming in the studio. 
Volunteer Hours 
We need your help.  If you would like to donate time to help with your child’s program, please notify our director or drop a note off in our payment box. 
Uniforms

All Dance Team members are required to purchase Dance Attire for competitions as noted above.  Please see program costs for uniform fees. 
Spirit Wear Orders:

 All orders must be paid in full in advanced for the order to be placed. When your order arrives you will be notified by the spirit wear coordinator of the time and date she will be at the facility for you to pick up your items usually 2-3 weeks after the order is placed.  You will have up to two opportunities to pick up your items or arrange for someone to pick up your items for you. ICE will not be responsible for storage for your items.  If you would like your child to pick up your items, you must send a signed letter authorizing them to pick up your items. Once an item leaves the facility it cannot be returned, no exceptions, therefore; please check all items before taking your items.        

Calling or Talking with Coaches:  Please do not speak to coaches during practice hour. Coaches are responsible for supervision of the children.  Their practice time with the children is limited so if you have a question please wait until practice is over.  Please do not call them at home at any time for any reason.  It is against our policy for students/parents to have our staff home numbers and a staff member may be reprimanded for such.   For general questions please utilize the website, and team moms first. Also, if you have any questions in regards to anything, i.e.: Fundraising, Events, and/or any issues at all you can contact your Director at 688-7950
Recruiting Incentive: Our recruiting incentives change monthly.  Please make sure you have the current incentive as some may expire as new ones become available. 
Refunds - Any child quitting or removed from a squad will not be entitled to a refund.  NO MATTER THE REASON.
Health Insurance – Your health insurance will serve as the coverage for the participant/member. In the event of illness or injury while at an I C E event or location, you are responsible for covering all costs related to injury or illness.  In the event you do not have medical insurance, lack adequate coverage, or lose your coverage for the participant/member during the season YOU AGREE to notify I C E immediately.  All participants must carry their own insurance. If you do not have health insurance you understand that you will be required to purchase additional medical coverage for the participant at an additional fee, otherwise the participant may be removed from the team without refund or further cause. 

Injuries -Safety is our primary concern and extra care will be taken in dealing with any reported injury. Participants must make known any injury to I C E immediately upon occurrence. Any participant/member or family/friend participant sustaining an injury which requires a doctor’s care will be required to provide a medical release from that doctor prior to further participation in any future I C E event.  All guests of the participant or member are the responsibility of the member.  Therefore you agree that you as the parent or participant/ member are responsible and liable for your guest/visitor or family member all time while at an RDC/ICE event  
Parent Booster Club:  We will have a parent club who will participate in selection of the competitions etc. All competition fees, uniform fees and spirit wear will be paid to the parent club.  Depending on volunteers there may be plenty of fundraising for the season.
